Working class (Urban 

Setting- Port Moresby)

u Majority are aware of vital government information 

like Vision 2050 but they do not know what it contain. 

u They are involved in Vision 2050, one way or another.

u The presentation of information suits the 

comprehension of urban population. 

u Information agencies are actively delivering 

information in urban areas.

u Information agencies are actively delivering 

information through promotional and awareness 

activities.



Students (Tertiary Level-

UPNG) 

u Half of the students interviewed are aware of  

Vision 2050.

u The information is available in the library but they 
are unaware that it is there.

u 75% of the students interviewed liked the 

information presented in English and 25% did not.



Rural dwellers (Village 

setting-Sogeri)

u Information do not reach rural settings, thus Vision 
2050 is unknown to them.

u There is a great need of creating a bridge to deliver 
information.

u Most people in rural areas are illiterate or 
incompetent in English (Vision 2050 is English-
oriented).

u Agencies disseminating information to an urban 
setting are ignorant when applying the same 
method of dissemination to a rural setting.

u Less chances results in people remaining passive 
part-takers in the development processes.



u Unequal access to government information, 
policies and ideas.

u Information not available in many known 
languages

u Complexity of information (Need translation and 
Interpretation)

u Lack of well-established information exchanging 
systems.

u Information is not considered important therefore 
skilled manpower is not encouraged and 
promoted.



u [way information has been delivered in the 
country since independence.] Must change to 
meet the needs of the people

u Being equipped with enough information to 
understand what is expected of them, the 
country would be able to move forward in 
making known policies and abide by the 
constitution. [edit]

u In order to achieve Vision 2050, PNG needs full 
citizen participation to be active part-takers in the 
development processes in this century.
